NEW TESTAMENT READING         Acts 20:28-38 
 
28 Pay careful attention to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to care for the 
church of God, which he obtained with his own blood. 29 I know that after my departure fierce wolves will come in among 
you, not sparing the flock; 30 and from among your own selves will arise men speaking twisted things, to draw away the 
disciples after them. 31 Therefore be alert, remembering that for three years I did not cease night or day to admonish every 
one with tears. 32 And now I commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up and to give 
you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified. 33 I coveted no one's silver or gold or apparel. 34 You yourselves 
know that these hands ministered to my necessities and to those who were with me. 35 In all things I have shown you that by 
working hard in this way we must help the weak and remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he himself said, ‘It is more 
blessed to give than to receive.’” 
36 And when he had said these things, he knelt down and prayed with them all. 37 And there was much weeping on the part 
of all; they embraced Paul and kissed him, 38 being sorrowful most of all because of the word he had spoken, that they would 
not see his face again. And they accompanied him to the ship.

SCRIPTURE READING               Revelation 2:1-11

2 “‘I know your works, your toil and your patient endurance, and how you cannot bear with those who are evil, but have 
tested those who call themselves apostles and are not, and found them to be false. 3 I know you are enduring patiently and 
bearing up for my name's sake, and you have not grown weary. 4 But I have this against you, that you have abandoned the 
love you had at first. 5 Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent, and do the works you did at first. If not, I 
will come to you and remove your lampstand from its place, unless you repent. 6 Yet this you have: you hate the works of the 
Nicolaitans, which I also hate. 7 He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To the one who 
conquers I will grant to eat of the tree of life, which is in the paradise of God.’ 
 

8 “And to the angel of the church in Smyrna write: ‘The words of the first and the last, who died and came to life. 
9 “‘I know your tribulation and your poverty (but you are rich) and the slander of those who say that they are Jews and are 
not, but are a synagogue of Satan. 10 Do not fear what you are about to suffer. Behold, the devil is about to throw some of 
you into prison, that you may be tested, and for ten days you will have tribulation. Be faithful unto death, and I will give 
you the crown of life. 11 He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. The one who conquers will not 
be hurt by the second death.’
