NEW TESTAMENT READING           2 Corinthians 4:7-18 
 
7 But we have this treasure in jars of clay, to show that the surpassing power belongs to God and not to 
us. 8 We are afflicted in every way, but not crushed; perplexed, but not driven to despair; 9 persecuted, 
but not forsaken; struck down, but not destroyed; 10 always carrying in the body the death of Jesus, so that 
the life of Jesus may also be manifested in our bodies. 11 For we who live are always being given over to death 
for Jesus' sake, so that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our mortal flesh. 12 So death is at work in 
us, but life in you. 
13 Since we have the same spirit of faith according to what has been written, “I believed, and so I spoke,” we 
also believe, and so we also speak, 14 knowing that he who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus 
and bring us with you into his presence. 15 For it is all for your sake, so that as grace extends to more and 
more people it may increase thanksgiving, to the glory of God. 
16 So we do not lose heart. Though our outer self is wasting away, our inner self is being renewed day by 
day. 17 For this light momentary affliction is preparing for us an eternal weight of glory beyond all 
comparison, 18 as we look not to the things that are seen but to the things that are unseen. For the things that 
are seen are transient, but the things that are unseen are eternal.

A Prayer of one afflicted, when he is faint and pours 
out his complaint before the Lord. 
 

1 Hear my prayer, O Lord; 
let my cry come to you! 
2 Do not hide your face from me 
    in the day of my distress! 
Incline your ear to me; 
    answer me speedily in the day when I call! 
3 For my days pass away like smoke, 
    and my bones burn like a furnace. 
4 My heart is struck down like grass  
    and has withered; 
    I forget to eat my bread. 
5 Because of my loud groaning 
    my bones cling to my flesh. 
6 I am like a desert owl of the wilderness, 
    like an owl of the waste places; 
7 I lie awake; 
    I am like a lonely sparrow on the housetop. 
8 All the day my enemies taunt me; 
    those who deride me use my name for a curse. 
9 For I eat ashes like bread 
    and mingle tears with my drink, 
10 because of your indignation and anger;

15 Nations will fear the name of the Lord, 
    and all the kings of the earth will fear your glory.

25 Of old you laid the foundation of the earth, 
    and the heavens are the work of your hands. 
26 They will perish, but you will remain; 
    they will all wear out like a garment. 
You will change them like a robe,  
    and they will pass away, 
27     but you are the same,  
    and your years have no end. 
28 The children of your servants shall dwell secure;
